PRJC became charter members of two new
councils in the arts and jazz. Locally,
the Club joined the new Cultural Alliance
of Greater Washington, which was promoted
by Patrick Hayes of the Washington
Performing Arts Society and various other
cultural societies, theatres, museums,
universities and the Kennedy Center. it
contains 162 arts groups representing
dance, drama, painting, sculpture, films,
writers and libraries. Among musical
organizations are opera, symphony, wood-
wind, choral arts, organs, chamber music
several schools of music, the Barbershop
Society, and JAZZ. The Alliance provides
several services for its members including
a clearing house of events and a monthly
newsletter. Our dues are only $24 per
year. This puts jazz "right up there”
with the best of the arts.

Some time ago the PRJC Board supported
the proposed National Federation of
Jazz Societies being promoted by the
New Jersey Jazz Society. Its prime mover
is Warren Vach£, band leader, bassist and
editor of Jersey Jazz. PRJCers have
suggested that the Federation should be
a coalition of independent, autonomous
jazz clubs, and that no clubs or
societies would surrender their individ-
ual freedom of action by joining it.

The Federation could provide a national
voice to promote jazz, a stronger a
for grants and endowments for jazztore
gigs for musicians, assistance to local

clubs, better contacts with the national
media, arrange nationwide tours for bands,
etc. It could advance the cause of jazz

at the highest levels like the national
barbershoppers (SPEBSQSA) and Nashville®s
Country Music Association promote their
kinds of music. Four or five regional
meetings of jJazz society representatives
are being planned as the Tfirst steps in
creating the national Tfederation. Our
club would be in the eastern division,
meeting in New York or New Jersey.

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TEAGARDEN-KAMINSKY-GABLER 1979
Commodore XFL 14940

The 1979 Commodore/Milt Gabler Jazz
Classic re-issue crop includes an album
which features Jack Teagarden and Max
Kaminsky. These records were made 1in
1944, initially on Commodore 78 rpms.
Among other notables contributing on
one or more numbers are Big T"s sister
Norma (po); Eddie Condon (gtr); Ernie
Caceres (cl); George Wettling (dr);
Pops Foster (string bass); and Wingy
Manone joining Teagarden on the vocals
of Hoagy"s Rockin® Chair.

Basically the album is a showcase
for Jack and Max. The Kaminsky trumpet
comes across as certain and unafraid.
The Teagarden variety of trombone
harmony has rarely been displayed to
better advantage. Some of the tunes
are clearly period pieces, served up

with most of the Condon-style trimmings.

Chinatown mv. Chinatown, Love Nest, and
Eccentric get the full treatment in
that department. This is not reported
in a perjorative sense, but in the
interest of accuracy.

The album includes two versions each
of seven tunes. Half of these were
actually issued while the others were
"takes" which for one reason or
another did not quite make the grade.
Unhappily, both of the "paired”
tunes were cut at the same recording
session. The result is that, to
borrow a phrase from the political
arena, '"there ain®"t a dime®"s worth of

difference between “em. The decision
to issue previously-unissued takes in
this manner was unfortunate except
from the standpoint of collectors
specializing in Kaminsky and/or
Teagarden memorabilia. This twosome,
if not together, then singly have
surely recorded enough music to fill
twenty albums, most of which would
provide a much more representative
sample of what, according to the liner
notes, Eddie Condon had in mind when he
said "We called it Music."

This album is not recommended as your
first purchase if you are just getting
started with your collection. On the
other hand, 1if you can afford an album
price for a half album of music, you
could do a lot worse.

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Book Review

THE GOLDEN AGE OF JAZZ
Simon & Schuster, NY,

- Wm. P. Gottlieb,
1979. $7.95

Bill Gottlieb was there with a dis-
cerning eye and a well-focused camera
where the music was played from 1939 to
1948. While we believe these years were
only part of the Golden Age of Jazz,
there were enough of the musicians from
the 22 carat period PRJC people love, to
make this book of 200 pictures well worthy
of being in any jazz library.

Bill, one of the earliest jazz writers,
was everywhere with his camera in that
period. One of the possible advantages of
the seniority of this reviewer is that 1
was there in all the same places then and
can attest to the directness and mood of
these photographs. My only sense of Shock
comes from seeing how young they all
looked then, even the ones we looked up to
as venerable veterans!

The frontispiece is Louis,
handkerchief around his head, and horn to
his lips. You can almost hear the notes
ringing out.

A full page picture of Willie "The
Lion"™ Smith catches the style of this
great extrovert, cigar going, a smile of
anticipated triumph over the keyboard
and audience, and powerful hands at the
ready for Harlem stride piano. Gottlieb"s
text for this picture is an essay on the
qualities of the Lion, a never-to-be for-
gotten showman and jazz artist.

A picture of Leadbelly, all shadows
and heavy blacks and whites conveys the
strength and sense of menace of this
powerful blues man. Leadbelly seemed
always poised for trouble. One time 1 saw
him in Greenwich Village, dressed in white
and with a white Stetson hat, carrying his
guitar case. His strong face watched
warily as he went by on 8th Street. People
who knew nothing of jazz stared at him
respectfully, as at a survivor of a more
primal stage of man.

The classic picture of Sidney Bechet,
with his soprano sax dominant is another
great evocative scene. A take-charge man
on all bandstands, Sidney never, in my
hearing at least, played at less than his
best, and his best was the best you could
find.

close up,

Frankly, this review could go on
and on. Each picture brings back a
rush of memories, and a not-too-easily
repressed urge to share them. A lot
of the musicians iIn this book have
left us, far too many left us far too
soon. Miff and Muggsy; Joe Sullivan
putting up his hands to do battle with
a heckler; Maxine and a 16 year-old
Ella in the same New York weekend in
1936 - well, maybe Gottlieb is right
and that period was the Golden Age of
Jazz. This ancient nurser ofbeer at
the bar at Nick"s says go ahead and
buy the book, the text is fine, the
pictures are great and the sense of
a great era in jazz comes through with

clarity.

The Buck Creek Jazz Band held their
second annual anniversary party on
Sundav afternoon, Sept. 23, at the NCO
Club at Bolling Field, to celebrate
two years of dixieland jazzin® together.
The occasion featured four hours of
Buck Creek-style dixieland and was
attended by almost two hundred avid
Buck Creek ™"groupies”. As a special
attraction, Miss Carol Leigh, songstress
of Salty Dog fame visited from New
Jersey and accompanied the band on
several numbers.

The Buck Creek Jazz Band (alias
Jim Ritter - ct; Frank Mesich - trb;
John Skillman - cl; Jerry Addicott -
bjo; Rick Cordrey - po; John Wood -
tuba; and Gil Brown - dr) are an
accomplished group of musicians who have
developed their own unique style.

Their repertoire encompasses tunes made
famous by a variety of traditional jazz
bands and includes many seldom-heard
numbers into which the group success-
fully interjects its own personality
and style.

In the humble opinion of this
reviewer this anniversary bash was
perhaps the BCJB"s finest moment in
that 1 have never heard them play
better. From the band®s opening
number "Revolutionary Blues™ through
the final set, the audience was treated
to an all-around excellent performance.

The voice of Carol Leigh gave the
band the added dimension of an
accomplished vocalist as she crooned
many of the tunes recorded by Bessie
Smith. One of the highlights of the
afternoon featured Carol singing 'Diga
Diga Do™". She entertained the audience
not only with her voice, but also by
performing a few dance steps as the
crowd cheered.

Perhaps the high point of the
afternoon (f it is possible to single
out any one number as superior to all
the rest) was the band®"s brilliant

rendition of "Joe Avery Blues™. This
number was so inspiring that it prompted
a large group of hand-clapping, feet-

stomping jazz buffs to march around

the room led by Anna Wahler and one of
her famous jazz umbrellas. The band
closed out the afternoon with a driving
"Just a Little While to Stay Here'.
Though, hopefully, the Buck Creek Jazz
Band will stay here for a long, long
while, and their anniversary celebration
will be an annual event for many years
to come.
